o InJune 2008, Greater Manchester’s TIF bid received initial approval

o In October 2008 AGMA approved a revised TIF package, following the
results of the consultation

o It aims to secure major investment in the transport network in Greater
Manchester

0 The package aims to create a modern, integrated, efficient and sustainable
transport system for the 21st century, supported by a week day, peak-time
only congestion charge
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o This is an integrated package: this government funding for Greater
Manchester is not available on this scale without the weekday, peak-time
congestion charging

0 Vehicles will be charged for travelling towards the city centre in the morning
peak period and outwards in the evening peak period if they cross the rings

o The TIF package would be in addition to almost £0.6 billion already
committed to the expansion of the Metrolink tram network (phase 3A)

0 A public ‘referendum’ will be undertaken in early December 2008 and
Greater Manchester residents will have the opportunity to vote on whether
to proceed with the package
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o TIF is the only source of substantial new money for public transport in
Greater Manchester for the foreseeable future

o Greater Manchester is the first area to make an eligible bid to TIF and is in a
position to receive the bulk of the first round funding

o The funding comprises Government grants of £1.5 billion and a loan of £1.2
billion which would be repaid from future revenue from a weekday peak time
only congestion charge. There is also additional funding from the
Department for Transport for more train carriages and a further £0.1 billion
of third party contributions.

0 Once the loan has been paid off, additional revenues from the congestion
charge will be invested in local transport
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Transforming the bus service in partnership with bus operating companies
will provide:

0 Better access to the bus network for all — Bus Network Design standards and
principles agreed

o Additional services, including early mornings, evenings and Sundays
o0 10% increase in bus services across Greater Manchester

o New cross city services and orbital routes

0 Bus feeder services to rail and Metrolink stations

o0 Improved reliability
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o 180 extra Yellow School Buses
o Enhanced Sunday services to key shopping centres

o New bus stations at Altrincham, Bolton and adjacent to Salford Central with
direct links to rail services and new bus stations in Manchester City Centre and
Stockport.

0 A new coach station adjacent to Piccadilly train station in Manchester City
Centre.

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o Charging will operate in only one direction at a time — inwards in the
morning peak period and outwards in the evening peak period

o Not introduced until at least 80% of the transport solutions have been
delivered - summer 2013 at the earliest

o Not a blanket zone / all day charge like in London

o Drivers will be charged if they cross one or both of the two rings at peak
times and if they are travelling in the direction of the peak traffic flows only —
towards the city centre in the morning and outwards in the evening
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o There will be no charge for driving within the rings at any time, no charge
before 7.00am in the mornings, in the evenings after 6.30pm, and no
charges at weekends or bank holidays

o Drivers will only pay once, regardless of how many times they cross each
ring in a charging period. In the weekday morning peak period you would
only be charged £2* to cross the outer ring and £1* for the inner ring, even if
you were to cross them several times on the same morning. In the
weekday evening peak period, you would only pay £1* for each ring you
cross; regardless of how many times you cross it on the same evening.
This means the maximum charge that users would need to pay is £5* in a
day, regardless of how many rings are crossed in any one day.
